I opened one of my favorite resources recently: Liturgy with Style and Grace, by Gabe Huck and Gerald T.
Chinchar. This is a highly respected, very concrete sow-fo book about liturgy. One section caught my eye. Here’s what
it says about welcoming. “The usher does something that everyone else there does too: welcoming and offering
hospitality. Ushers are the community’s way of being sure that this happens, being sure that the first face everyone
sees at church is smiling, being sure that people sit together, being sure that strangers are welcomed and made to feel
at home. Those are things everyone in the assembly has responsibility for, but the usher is one who is assigned
specifically to this responsibility.” (Huck & Chinchar, p 60).

Have you been to a church that does this very well? Very poorly? How would you rate us at Saint Mary’s? 1
know that we are challenged to have someone at every door offering this first face of our church. I know that
sometimes people guard their aisle seat, even though it makes a late-comer or new-comer crawl over them to attain a
seat. | know that sometimes people glare or frown instead of smiling with joy.

The initial part of ushering takes very little training. If you are inspired one Sunday to be that friendly first
face at the door, come a little early; pick an entrance; take your place. Don’t worry about helping with the collection or
anything else. Just, until the Aleluia, welcome people coming through “your” door; answer questions, help people find
a seat. Just be a smiling first face welcoming people.

The people you greet will love it and, careful now, you might too!
