All parents, grandparents, guardians or anyone who will have
regular contact with children will be asked to complete the
fingerprint process through the Diocese of San Jose. Come by
the school office to make an appointment for fingerprinting. It
can be done at the local Sheriffs Office in San Martin or a
convenient location in the San Jose area.

All parents, grandparents, guardians or anyone who will have
regular contact with children will also be asked to complete the
Diocesan mandated Safe Environment Training Course. This 1
Y hour on-line course must be completed with a certificate
turned into the school office and is valid for three years. All
parents and volunteers must renew/receive their safe
environment training by logging onto
www.shildthevulnerable.org.
